Here is the same break, literally translated to the tenor banjo.
Deaden the A string with your fretting hand. Because of the
tuning in fifths, this could also be started on the 12t fret (1st, 219,
and 3 strings, same chord shapes); in this particular key
however, you run out of room for the last three chords and have
to switch over to the inside strings.
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
